Installation Guide:

Camera:

Mount the camera in a suitable place ensuring correct viewing angles behind your vehicle.

Screen monitor:

Mount the screen on the dashboard using the supplied double sided tape. Prior to

attaching please ensure the dashboard is clean and grease free.

Wiring guide:

1. From the monitor there are three cables out. Red plug connects to power plug. The
power plug wire connects to ACC +12V (red wire) and earth (black wire). Black plug
connects to reversing camera cable. White plug connects to optional DVR100 unit if
purchased so device can also be used as a drive recorder.

2. After joining all connectors double check to ensure all connections are correct. While
vehicle ignition is switched off join the reverse system power input red wire to reversing
light positive wire and black wire to reversing light negative wire using the supplied wire
joining clips.

Operation Guide when Connected to Optional DVR-100 System

Red Accessory Cable connection (Optional only if using DVR-100 recording system)

This cable only needs to be connected on the RVC System if the optional DVR-100
Recorder is connected (as this lead will supply power to the Recording Camera).

If the optional DVR-100 system is not being used in conjunction with this RVC System,
please secure this wire and do not connect.

If connecting to an optional DVR-100 Digital Video Recording system, please connect the
red ACC wire as shown in the diagram, to Red (+) ignition controlled positive, and connect
the Black (-) wire to a common grounded earth on the vehicle chassis. When this
connection is secure, plug the two ends of the Red ACC wire together with the connecter.

When unit is connected to optional DVR-100 unit it will display DVR recording all the time
while you are driving. If you don’t want the screen displaying recording while you are
driving push the back button to switch off the screen. While in this mode the screen will
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wire on reversing light

Red — Connect to positive (+)
wire on reversing light
Black — Connect to Negative (-)

Black — Negative (-) of vehicle

Red — Accessory positive (+) of vehicle
